You will be 
able to climb the 463 steps to the top of the dome for a gorgeous view of the city.

Following the climb of the cupola, the guides will walk you through the history of 
the Duomo complex, baptistery, and historical center of Florence. Your ticket 
includes entry to Museo dell‘Opera del Duomo and the climb of the belltower that 
you can visit on your own time in the following days.

It is now one of the largest 
and best-known museums in the world and holds a collection of priceless works, 
including masterpieces by Botticelli, Leonardo da Vinci and Michelangelo.
